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The following proposal is related to researching the effect Power Point has on student learning and teaching. The big question is whether power point is an asset or a liability in education. It natural to say that a teachers skill has a great impact on the results but my question is if there is a point of diminishing return for the same time invested. Do teachers create power point because it really helps, or is it done for “technotainment” purposes (FNO.org. 2000). This is just one aspect of the research about to be conducted in my classrooms. 
When planning a research project is it wise to first choose a topic of interest to the researcher. Aside from that however it is even more important to verify that the data collection process are valid and reliable (Richard Sagor. 2000). Since this is the essence of the research it is essential that all data collection process be planned and reviewed to ensure the accuracy and precision desired from the results. The first step to this process involved collecting the methods from witch the data will come. My research data will come primarily from my observations and analysis of student performance in my classroom. In addition to this other data will come from student surveys and other teachers results. This type of data is data that can easily be collected since it is derived form classroom activities done every day (Richard Sagor. 2000). Other data that can be used and included in my research is student performance data from past lessons with the same group of students. The only variable I will control when including this data will be the type of power point and the sucbect content that I am teaching. By using this data I can incororate more information and increase the overall reaibility of my study (Richard Sagor. 2000).
Another source of data for my research will be student surveys. I plan to incorporate student surveys for every lesson given to my students. By incorporating this I will produce a log of student responses that are directly related to each lesson. Another added benefit to my survey is that it will be online and easy to use. The data will automatically be complied with the exception of the written questions. This allows me to administer a survey easily for every lesson thus adding to my data collection. This survey will be a big asset in two key ways. First this survey will allow me to collect a “great deal of information quickly” (Richard Sagor. 2000). Second this survey will allow students to voice their true opinion on the lesson delivery. As Sagor points out “student quotes add immeasurable depth to research conclusions” Richard Sagor. 2000). By using this survey as a tool I can also add validity to my data since the results from the question are straight forward and not precieved. On the other hand some may argue that these survey results may not be reiable since studnets opinions may not be very accurate. To over come this relaibility I will have to depend on my data collection and on other teachers data who will also be collecting data in the same manner. By collaborating with others I hope to add the relaibility component to my data. I aam only able to use other teachers data because we will be using the same lecture power points in the same manner. By doing this I am able to seek data collected from different students, and from a different professional. Some of the professional skills between the teachers are different so it may be possibel to conduct a trend analysis as described by Sagor on page 80 (Richard Sagor. 2000).
Data collection can be done in many areas of teaching but I have only focused on only a few simply because it may get to be too much after a certain number of sources. To maximise the bennifits of the data collection, the sources must be sampled at specific times. For example pre test must be given befor any type of lesson is presented, and post test- are then given after a lesson.  In addition to this comparison surveys may be given befor a lesson of after depending on what the survey askes. If the survey is asing for comparitive information based on a past lesson then the survey must be given after both lessons. However if a survey only asks about one specific lesson then it can be given directly ater that lesson. In addition to surveys the teacher data form assessments can be resorded during the research. Sinc ethere are so many variables I have developed a proceedure for gathering data from all my sources. The data I will use to start my research will be past work the students have done. I will complie unit test scores and project scores to get a base line. Then I will change my contol element in the research to see if I can spot a trend in the data. At the beginning of this first lesson studednts will be given a pre test. The results of the pre test will be compared to the results of the last pre test. The only change  will be the power point and delivery method. The content will be similar in matter. After the teaching and learning have taken place the post test will be given and compared to the previous units post test results. I plan to the aggregate the test scores since Sagor points out “Test results tell us what individual students know and don’t know how to do. Aggregating the scores allows us to see which elements of our teaching were successful for most of the students and which elements were unsuccessful for some” (Richard Sagor. 2000). Afar the data from the test results is gathers it will then be the students turn to input their feedback into the online lesson survey. The results from this survey will be analyzed and compared to the type of presentation to see if any trends can be spotted.
This proces will be repeated for each one week unit throughout the course of four weeks in addition to the previous unit results collected from the past so the data being analysed is actually from 5 units. To simplify the data collection process, it will be the same cycly repeated for four weeks. The fifth weeek will be the final composition of data from all sources, and the composition of a research outcome.  
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
