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A student of mine who is the most disruptive to himself and his classmates is in 11th grade. I have this student for two of the seven periods during the school day. His behavior resembles that of a fourth grade student. On average I ask this student to stop talking three to four times per class. I make it a point that I always have to ask him to stop. Because I make it a point three to four times per period he denies that he was talking even when I can see him. He usually starts talking because he laughs or giggles at everything. This is why I relate his behavior to that of fourth grade student. His home life may foster this behavior due to lack of structure. I do not know about his home life in great detain but I do know that this student does have a functional family. I do not see the school environment enabling this behavior because his classmates who come from the same type of family, and have the same social setting, do not act in the same maner during class. I may also be looking too far into this since this student may just choose to act this way. His behavior may be completely unrelated to home or social aspects. Rather, it may be related to lack of desire to be in school which again relates to his immaturity.  
A solution to this behavior may be a behavioral contract. This is a contract between the teacher and the student designed to keep the student aware of his behavioral history. The teacher must fill out this contract everyday and rate the student on a scale between one and five.  A one indicates that the student did not meet standards and a five indicates that the student met all expectations. The behavioral contract has several questions that pertain to the student’s behavior in class as well as an overall rating of one through five. By completing this everyday, the student has a record of his behavior so he can see how he acts in class. It will be the student’s responsibility to keep the contract and bring it to the teacher everyday. The purpose of the contract is so that the student may be made aware of his behavioral history; there is no other input required from the student. 

The success of the plan will be determined by the behavior demonstrated in class. If his behavior has changed due to his awareness of his behavior, then the contract was successful. If the behavior does not change, then a different solution must be evaluated. After a period of one month the contract will be reviewed with the student and the student’s opinion of the contract will be evaluated for further decisions regarding his behavior.
