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In this Application Assignment, I made an effort to concentrate more on my quality of sentence construction. I am focusing more on creating sentences that convey the most information in the most concise way instead of stating multiple facts in multiple statements.  In order to do this I also need to focus on the transition used in order to avoid unorganized statements. By focusing on what I described above, I hope to achieve variety and uniqueness in my writing.  
Building trust with parents can be accomplished many ways, however by taking advantage of online communication, building trust can be easier than it ever has been. Teachers today can communicate through email as well as dynamic web pages.  Lee Canter reminds teachers to treat parents how they would want to be treated.  In my opinion this is not a ground breaking discovery, but simple etiquette that is taught in elementary school. Simply put, the root of trust between parents and teachers is communication. 
One communication method is through the use of a WEB accessible grade book. A WEB accessible grade book allows parents to login and view a snapshot of the teachers grade book. There are several ways a teacher can do this, one is by creating your own site which hosts the accounts, and the other is by having your school or school district buy a program similar to Edline. By using such a program, parents can view grades, missing work, future assignments, and attendance all online. Parents and students also have the ability to download files that the teacher distributes to the class via Edline.  The benefits of such a tool is endless, however those without internet access must also be contacted.  
Parents night at the beginning of the year is a great time to discuss rules, regulations, and explain communication tools such as Edline, I also hand out grading procedures, grading rubrics, and class guidelines that allow parents to get an idea on how the class in structured.  In addition to class information I also explain myself including my background, and my view on education.  I give out all contact information on a business card an urge parents to contact me at any time with any questions.  By doing this I instill trust because parents know what to expect and how to contact me. Online communication makes ongoing communication easy, and if more communication is needed parents know how to contact me. 
If I imagine myself as a parent I would most appreciate this type of communication because I can monitor it myself. I can check up on my student on my terms, and if needed I know how to easily contact the teacher.
