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      The topic of study that I will focus on when applying the jigsaw strategy is my computer 9 grade through 12th grade computer maintenance curriculum. The three topics in which I will use this strategy for is the mal ware unit. I choose this because it is a unit that has a lot of depth, yet the content is not so abstract that it confuses the students. The first sub topic of mal ware is of course viruses, which there are plenty of. The second sub topic is ad-ware, and finally spy-ware. Many people have hear of these terms, and some even think they are all in the same but with a little research and comparison student will learn the similarities and differences between them, and most importantly how to avoid them. 
      To begin students will be placed into groups of 3-4, along with their handouts and resources given to them prior to the units begin. Each group will be assigned a specific type of mal ware of which they have to become the experts on (Silver, H). Student will gain their expertise by reading the text book handouts provided, and by doing some light research online. Students may also ask the teacher since the teacher will be floating around acting like a facilitator to the activity (Beimfohr, E). 

     After the groups of students have researched their area of male ware, they will then teach the class in any way of their choosing. Student may use the board, handouts, power point, the digital document viewer, a poster, or any other means they choose. This flexibility affords the students some creativity which fits the interpersonal model described in previous units (Beimfohr, E). To further enhance students understanding and incorporate some synthisis of the new information learned, the teacher will encourage students ask comparison questions throughout the presentations. At the end of the presentation the students will be asked to individually comprise a comparison chart of how Viruses, ad-ware-, and spy-ware compare and contrast.  This type of activity requires the students to incorporate all the information they have learned themselves, and all the information that was presented to them by their expert peers.
      It is said that the most important aspect of the jigsaw strategy is the hidden goal of helping student learn how to learn (Silver, H). It is my hope that the students will learn how to learn in their synthesis activity, however to help invoke this learning the following five questions are some examples provided by silver that help accomplish this task: (Silver, H)

1. What kind of information did you find easy to remember?

2. What kind of information was hard for you to remember?

3. What kinds of things did the “Expert” do that helped you remember?

4. What kinds of things did you do that helped you remember?

5.  What did you like best about this project? Why?
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
