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       The lesson my rubric will access a digital electronic logic lab. This lab required students to bread board several different logic circuits and then complete an accurate truth table related to the logic. As students progress through this and understand bread boarding, integrated logic circuits and the corresponding truth tables, they then move into more complex circuits. This lab is heavily dependent on the application of knowledge and it proves very difficult to quantify.  As Annette Lamb stated it is important to “Pick the best tool for the job”, and I do not feel a rubric would be the best evaluation tool for the lesson I developed in week one and two (Lamb A,). 
       My personal overall experience with Rubistar is poor. On a scale of one to ten with ten being the best I rate rubistar a four. This is my personal rating even though I can see how it may be far more valuable for other teachers is not valuable or me. For example when I looked at all the templates I did not find a category for Technology Education. This means that all of my rubrics must be custom made. In addition to not have a template for my subject area, the templates that they did offer were very simple. In fact so simple that I do not feel any advantage is gained by using rubistar. Personally I feel I can make a better rubric layout by just using the tools I already have such as Excel and Word. Rubistar is clunky in the sense that a teacher has to go to their site, create a rubric, get an account and then save their work to their computer. The file a teacher gets even has a copyright on the bottom. Why would I want that on something I can create on my own under my own copyright in less time? I feel the worth comes for those or are illiterate or unfamiliar with using basic features in Excel and Word. Lamb best sums it up with “Pick the best tool for the job. It's not always a computer. Before you decide what technology to use, really focus in on all the possibilities (Lamb A,)."
       The rubric I created does not provide full and accurate assessment of my assignment because my assignment was not designed to be graded via a rubric. My assignment is very unique and different from any other subject. It is difficult to quantify the learning in my lesson. Instead it is easier to measure completion and reflection responses. 
I assume a teacher would use the analysis feature of rubistar to reflect on the scores students have received. This may provide a teacher clues about how well the rubric was constructed or how well the student did on the assignment. I personally feel the analysis feature is nothing a teacher could not do on excel. Again I feel this may be better for teachers who are illiterate with Microsoft Word or Excel. The analysis of Rubistar is very limiting, if a teacher takes the time to add the data into excel they can potentially do much more with the data which is not the case with rubistar.
