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       The purpose of the web portfolios would be two fold. The most obvious reason would be to showcase student work. By doing this student may become motivated to improve the quality of their work (Canter & Winberry, 2004). In addition to this students may practice metacognition when reflecting on their work in the future. Other skills developed when creating the web portfolio include organization skills, presentation skills, and web layout and design skills.    

       The primary audience for my students portfolios will be, other teachers, students, and parents. The method of storage will be on web servers since the web portfolio is only accessible online. Parents, educators and students all have online access. I know this because out schools grades are posted online so the majority of parents have access. I feel this is the easiest delivery method since many can view at the same time, and no disc is needed for access. Online formats also make it easy to be archived and retrieved at later dates for reflection (Canter & Winberry, 2004).  
       In my classroom I have access to 32 computers all of which have the appropriate web development software, 3d modeling software, and MS office software. In my class my students will have access to this equipment every day for 52 minutes. This time makes it appropriate to introduce web technology over an extended period. My skills are above average since I have been involved in web design for several years. In addition to this I am also the High School webmaster who designed and maintains the schools site located at http://northwesths.net . In addition to having the software and hardware it is also vital to have an appropriate web sever to host the student accounts, sites, and portfolios. I satisfy this need by using my own personal sever and hosting company. After some introduction lessons and activities my students learn enough to create a reasonably high quality online portfolio. I feel this fits my students best given their experiences and equipment available to them. As stated in our reading it is important to “pick the  best tool for the job” (Lamb A,).
       If I were to expand on my online student portfolios I would add a comment script to the student portfolios so that visitors may post comments. This allows student to read what others think as well as reflect on their work or others (Canter & Winberry, 2004).  This would make the web portfolios a bit more interactive and possibly motivate students more than a static portfolio would. The problem with this is it would require a bit more technical learning from the students.  
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
