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         After reviewing my focus points on my priority chart and graphic map I realized that all the focus areas passed the two-question test. Essentially “every aspect of the map is no more than an assumption” (Richard Sagor, 2000). In additon to this I also must address the six questions that will guide my problem ststements Richard Sagor. (2000). My largest focus point is if teacher training and skill are directly related to making powerpoint evffective or non effective.  My reading supports the idea that teacher skill does make a difference but not soley because of the use of powerpoint. Essentially the skill of a teacher may effect all areas of teaching not just powerpoint. On the other hand powerpoint presentation may become even more dangerous, or effective with unskilled educators (Adams, Catherine. 2006). The uncertainty is if powerpoint falls inline with other instructionsl aids such as the blackboard, or if it has educational impacts directly related to the teacher to educate. It is important to note that this skill does not correlate to using the software but the ability to teach effectivly. It is no questions that skilled teachers acquire better student results. The question is will the addition of software have uniquely positive or negative impacts on students when used appropriatly. The results of these findings will ultimatly drive my decision to continue using powerpoint as a primary method for lecture, or it will force my to  decision to decrease my use.  I susspect powerpoints effectivness lies in the skill of the educator but some research suggests otherwise.My second largest focal point is if the powerpoint software itself is effective in an educational environment. It is suggested that powerpoint was orgionally intended for office or bussiness presentations, an dnot for educational lectures or presentations (Adams, Catherine. 2006).  Even if this is ture it still does not take away from the fact that powerpoint is responisble for student presentations that are effective, engaging, educational, and highly creative.  The question is does powerpoint have an underlying structure that inhibits education more than it should simply because it was desgined for a bussiness environment. (Johnson, K Sharp, V. 2005). This again affects students and teachers using powerpoitn in lectures, however th eporblem lies in the application of a tool. This tool as been accepted into the educational society however may not be the best tool. It is my goal to ultimatly find out if the application of this tool increases student learning 

      My final three focal points were are regarded as equaly important to me since thay are all similar, yet address different aspects of a educational presentation. Student level and motivation is a question that must be considered. Some experts feel the note cards that powerpoint software is capeable of providing serves as crutch for students since they expect the information to be handed to them.  This handout “becomes a deceptively useful crutch” (W. R. Klemm. 2007). On the otherhand these handouts may make it easier for student with accomidations, and study skill problems to focus of class content instead of being concerned with takign notes. Theses questions have variables and the correct answer in unknown, but there may be a n overall pattern that can be exposed with simple test lessons

Subject level and slide design are my final areas of focus. It may be obvious that some subjects do not play nice with a slide type presentation, however this may not be true. Math may be one area that people feel powerpoint is inappropriate however this may not be accurate. Will a step by sep presentation assist students in the rote memorization of basic facts? Or will this type of presentation remove more of the higher level thinking required to understand the concepts being taught?  With this type of learning slide layout and design may be more important since ordered steps are critical to the correctness of the learning. My goal is to determine weather powerpoint should be limited  in educational use for certain subject or if it is flexable enough to be used throughout education. This infomration can only be obtain if powerpoint is used properly by skilled instructors.
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
