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       My rubric was designed to facilitate my students in the writing process so they have a solid understand of what I will look when grading.  As students begin work they can reference this rubric as a foundation for the work they will start. This is a foundation because students can target their outcome as they work based on the rubric. When the students have finished they will know exactly where they stand in the grading process. If they are satisfied with their work they may turn it in as is. If they are not satisfied they may edit it until they are. This method of working allows students to be self-manageing, self-monitoring, and self-modifying as they use the rubric as a guide.
