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       My internet resource was designed for those who are my most motivated students or gifted students as they are sometimes referred to. Many times the students who do well in an engineering class have only a small idea about what the field of engineering is like. Generally I give students a list of resources that they can go to learn more, but this time I have organized it and included it on my classroom web site http://techedclass.com . These engineering resources can currently be found on the main page of my site because it has recently been posted, however it will be permanently accessible via the permalink which is located here http://techedclass.com/2007/04/engineering_resources.php . If my readers feel this list can be improved upon or they just want to make a comment to me or in general they may post a comment and it will be published as soon as it is approved by me. This allows others to voice their feedback or even contribute if they find something that has really helped them. I encourage all to post a comment if they like.

       I feel this site will be an asset to all including myself. I may use it introduce the field of engineering at the beginning of the year or I may use it as a resource to send students to when they have questions beyond the scope of the class. My gifted students would sometimes like to learn more however it is not always possible to accommodate their questions in class. In addition to students, many parents contact me as well asking questions about possible career paths in engineering. Having such links organized in one place is a good resource to show parents so they can start their search on career options in engineering. 

        Guidance counselors are another group of people who will benefit from this as well. Counselors can search this list themselves or send students directly to it. In the interest of my school, parents, and students I may begin to post intern opportunities, job openings, and college information directly related to the field of engineering. Hopefully this tool will become like a cyber bulletin board that I can use for questions and information related to my stakeholders seeking information on the field of engineering.
