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       Again I find myself having to clarify the term technology here.  From this point forward I will be referring to technology as computers and software because essentially that what education is referring to when the term technology is used (Dugger 2001). It is my belief that education changes and promotes it self by making things seem more complicated and technical than they really are.  So to begin the first standard I choose to reflect on is II C which states, “identify and locate technology resources and evaluate them for accuracy and suitability”. I rate myself a 4 because I server as a resources for other teachers. I use my own classroom web site for this as well as my lesson plans. I am also the lead curriculum writer for the state and the county.  In order to stay at this level I plan to improve my classroom website http://techedclass.com , and continued to be active in curriculum writing. At this time it difficult for me to write how this course has helped me in my content area of Technology education. I assume I am required to reflect back and force myself to find something that helped me but honestly I can not.  Perhaps I am a poor learner and do not know it. In fact I will say that. I cannot pick one example of something I learned so I must not be at the highest level of blooms taxonomy. 
       The second part of standard II that I choose was parte E. This states, “Teachers plan to manage student learning in a technology-enhanced environment”. I feel I do this every day since I teach in a technology lab that has 32 computers, a ceiling mounted projector, integrated audio system, and a document reader called an Elmo  http://www.visualedtech.com/elmo/TT02_ed.htm . Even though I have this educational technology I still reevaluate my lessons.  I plan to continue to do so in the future until I feel I have delivered the best possible lesson. This constantly changes as technology changes. and I do not mean computers n this sense. 
       The third standard and third focus for me is defined as “Teachers facilitate technology-enhanced experiences that address content standards and student technology standards.”  I know I constantly integrate technology and content standards in my instruction and share with my colleagues because of my subject area, and my classroom web site http://techedclass.com. I plan to continue this by teaching my subject area, and improving my class site over time. In fact I plan on re designing this site before I submit my Walden portfolio. 
       Section C of the third standard states “Teachers will apply technology to develop student higher order thinking skills and creativity.” This standard addresses the sole purpose of true Technology Education of which I teach. It is my job to make sure I score a 4 on the rubric. The best person to explain this is William Dugger who wrote Clairfying Misconceptions between technology Education and Educational Technology (William E. Dugger. (September 2001)). In order to maintain my ability to teach Technology Education, and not educational technology I continue to attend and present at national conferences such as ITEA or the International Technology Education Association. Again I really can not pick out one thing that Walden taught me. I feel Walden specifically focuses their teaching to the traditional educator and not the Technology Teacher. 
       The second focus area of standard III states “Teachers facilitate technology-enhanced experiences that address content standards and student technology standards.” Again I have to rate myself a 4 and support this rating with the same reasons. I teach Technology Education and so my job is to facilitate technology-enhanced experiences that address content standards as well as student technology standards. I share what I do with my website http://techedclass.com that students, parents, and other technology teachers use as a reference. 
       The fourth standard addresses assessment and evaluation. This is where I am also a 4. In my classes I use traditional assessment methods as well as online assessments to prove this you may look at my online final exam for my Foundations of Technology Class which is located here http://tpilot.mcps.k12.md.us/tpilot/schools/northwesths/fotexam1.tp3 . To access this use, “Walden” as a log on.  I addition to online testing I also do online teacher evaluations. This allows my students to evaluate me as a teacher and the different projects we do. By using the online applications I can collect a lot of information quickly and evaluate it quickly. My next step is to move this online testing software to my own personal server so I do not have to rely on the county server. I have done this but the applications I have evaluated are not as flexible as the test pilot software I currently use. 
       The final standard I chose to address is standard 6 which is a large part of the curriculum I teach. I rate myself a 4 in this area as well since I specifically teach ethical units in technology. In fact some of my resources are located on my classroom site http://techedclass.com/ . I do not know how to write more about something so simple. I address all of the ethical areas of technology form piracy of music to conflict of interest in engineering. 
       I know I am writing something that is not traditional but I feel this course was not designed for all. I feel this course was designed for the traditional teacher. This course seems to be designed for the English teacher who reads the same ligature novel year after year. It is true, education needs a large change and I feel this course has exponential value for some. Unfortunately I feel this course is behind the times when being evaluated against a Technology Education curriculum as Dugger explains in his article Clairfying Misconceptions between technology Education and Educational Technology. At this point I plan to continue to improve my teaching practice and stay up and the latest technology trends. I plan to find new methods to teach and more accurate means to evaluate.  
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
